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Kirrilly Wootton: 
I think parents have more of an awareness now after having done some home learning themselves over the past few years that the job of a teacher is not just to deliver content and to help your child to unpack those answers.

I think that they have a much bigger awareness now that your role is to help that whole child and to develop them not just as a learner, but as a whole person.

And we spend so much time on children and we have a privileged position to do that that we really are shaping them.

But for parents to understand that there needs to be a level of support there too, that we're all working together.

I think building that relationship with a student, getting to know them, showing that you value them, can just unlock their potential and make them believe that they can be anything that they really want to be.

And so that's the power that a teacher holds.

Being able to open doors, being able to show them where they can go and just to facilitate and assist them getting there.[image: image3.png]
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
