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Rebekah Vagg: 
It's ridiculous the impact you can have as a teacher.

Every day is a day to transform the lives of youngsters that we work with.

I often say that being a teacher in the front line of pastoral care, and that's the first and probably first and foremost thing that you do in the room is build relationships with the students that you're there with.

And it's reciprocal, though.

It's I also enjoy the fact that I get great joy out of teaching as well.

It's a transformation along the way, both for the teacher and for the students.

And like I say, if you can have those moments, which are aha moments for the students and you can have laughter in the classroom, then you're doing pretty well in terms of life and education.
And so if I was able to say as parents working together and collaborating towards what what your son or daughter is going to be in the future and the skills that they can develop in the classroom, they can then be echoed at home.
