We spend most of our time as teachers with our students.

We teach across many different areas.

So with students being the center of our practice, we also work really closely with our colleagues in our planning and resourcing.

I'm a teacher because of the students.

During remote learning, when there wasn't any students in the classroom, it was a very quiet, unusual space.
