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ANAM JAVED: I'll tackle the easy one first.

There's a lot of opportunities in schools that AI has presented, and the most exciting opportunity I think is the leveling of the playing field when it comes to students and teachers.

Whatever AI you can access at home, your student can easily do that. In fact, they're probably masters of ChatGPT.

There's something very empowering and refreshing about that as well, because we've got
students and teachers at the moment co-creating and co-designing assessment pieces together using generative prompts and prompt engineering.









































We've got... There's a flow of power that's a bit more equalised in the classroom as well, where, you know... a teacher can tell if a student's generated an essay using AI because they can plug in the same prompt themselves.

So there is an equal equalisation of power there, but at the same time, um, the challenges are that, you know, we are not in a level playing field socio economically. 

Schools in the north, for example, where students do not have a bring your own device capability because of lack of finances, cannot jump onto ChatGPT, cannot learn prompt engineering, they cannot access technology at the same level that, you know, schools perhaps in the inner east can for example.
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
