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CHRISTINE LAMBRIANIDIS: As soon as the fellowship was announced, I thought to myself, okay, we have been given a mandate to really make some changes at our school.
How could we not apply to have that support within the Academy.

OBAYDA KANNOUJ: There's so much support in the fellowship program from the Academy. 
They've got the consultants coming in. They've got all the workshops that we've done, the speakers. 

There's a lot of support to prepare you for your project. It's all broken down in simple steps and you're working with your teams.

ANGUS HUMPHRIES: The community of teachers in the Teaching Innovation Fellowship is similar to the Teaching Excellence Program.

When I've been in the room with them and we've had three days face to face, everywhere you turn has been someone completely inspirational and unbelievable. 

Not just thinkers, but doers. People out there making a difference and doing it.
